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I. PURPOSE:  The purpose and intent of this REQUEST for LETTERS OF INTEREST is to 

identify parties interested in and capable of leasing and operating some or all of the VPA 

owned properties known as the PORTSMOUTH MARINE TERMINAL, a Virginia Port 

Authority asset located in Portsmouth, Virginia. The Virginia Port Authority intends to 

identify, negotiate with, and select one or more parties to enter into a lease with VPA.  The 

leasing of this facility is intended to increase the volume of maritime cargo utilizing the 

Virginia gateway, generate economic stimulus and increase employment in Virginia. 

 

II.  BACKGROUND:  The Virginia Port Authority owns, and controls four marine terminals and 

an inland port in Virginia.  The VPA, a political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Virginia 

serves the state by promoting the growth of maritime commerce and the ensuing economic 

benefits that accrue to its citizens.  VPA has leased the APMT marine terminal also located in 

Portsmouth, Virginia to handle containerized cargo operations.    Therefore VPA is reaching 

out to the marketplace seeking operators with valid business activities other than containerized 

cargo to utilize PMT.    

 

III.  LEASE VALUE:  VPA has identified four primary values for the Commonwealth of Virginia 

that would result from executing a lease for PMT. 

1. Lease revenue 

2. Employment from business activity 

3. Local and state tax revenues from operations 

4. Synergistic activities that would generate new container traffic for VPAôs terminals 

IV.  PROPERTY ATTRIBUTES:  A summary of PMT attributes is provided below 

 

Size:  282 acres of land (total terminal area). 

Location:  Along the Elizabeth River at Pinners Point in Portsmouth, Virginia.   Physical 

address is 2000 Seaboard Avenue, Portsmouth, VA 23707.  

Topography:  Predominantly flat. Average elevation is 10 feet (NAVD 88). 

Zoning:  Industrial 

Ownership:  Virginia Port Authority

 Waterway ï Located along the Elizabeth River, which feeds into the Chesapeake 

Bay.

 Wharf: 4,515 feet; 43-foot depth alongside. 

 Paved Area Currently Used for Grounded Container Yard Storage: 188 acres 

 Cranes: 9 

 Warehouse Capacity: Approximately 84,500 square feet.
